	 Welcome back from what I hope was a relaxing and recreation filled summer break. This year we are celebrating the 150th Anniversary of Madi-
son/Old Bridge Township, check our website for more information on the celebration.     
	 On behalf of the Department of Parks, Recreation and Social Services, I am pleased to present the Fall 2019 program and activity listings. All sum-
mer while we were in camp mode our   departments professional staff was working diligently on putting together an extensive list of recreational opportuni-
ties for the entire family. Fall is a wonderful season to be outdoors to go out and enjoy recreation and leisure activities as well as discover what our beautiful 
parks and recreation areas have to offer. We have over 150 acres of parks and open space as well as many athletic fields, which are maintained dutifully year-
round by our dedicated parks staff.  
	 This summer was full of activities that almost 2,000 Old Bridge children engaged in.  While the kids were enjoying the summer activities, the staff 
was busy as well, At the John Piccolo Ice Arena we have stripped and repainted the walls of the entire facility as well as put down a new skate resilient floor.  
We purchased two new buses for transporting our Silver Linings and Camp Robin participants.   We lined two of our tennis courts for Pickleball due to great 
interest in the growing sport and we look to grow pickleball opportunities in town.  I would like to recognize Columbia Bank for their generous $20,000 grant 
to the Department that was utilized at Camp Robin and the Silver Linings Center.  At Camp Robin we were able to complete technology upgrades that includ-
ed  installing WiFi throughout the building and purchasing 16 iPads for our participants to use throughout the center.  For the Silver Linings center we were 
able to purchase a program called MySeniorCenter, that helps us track our participants that come into building, take our classes and use our transportation.  	
This is already paying dividends as we are seeing increased grant opportunities.  
	 This fall we are excited to offer new program as well as continuing to provide traditional recreational activities. Our wildly popular Dance program 
will return with offerings that include Ballet/Tap, Hip Hop/Jazz.   We have a variety of Mommy and Me classes for children starting at 2 years old that 
include Food Fun and Crafty Pairs. We are reintroducing ceramics classes for children and adults.   Some of our kids programs include Little Gourmet Chefs 
and Candy Creations.  
	 The newly updated John Piccolo Ice Arena will be opening in mid-October to the public for open ice skating sessions, birthday parties, ice skating 
classes, our own Jr. Knights Hockey League will be offering goalie clinics and learn to play programs and once again partnering with the NY Rangers for 
anyone who may be interested in learning the fundamentals of hockey and joining our league next season.
	 The nationally accredited Silver Lining Center has been growing rapidly and we keep adding new programs.  Come check out what they have 
going on for September, which is National Senior Center Month. Our highly acclaimed Camp Robin Therapeutic Recreation Program continues to expand 
recreational opportunities for our special need population, thanks to a devoted and dedicated instructional staff. The Department’s Before and After School 
Day Care Program provides a safe, nurturing, recreation-oriented environment for over 700 youngsters on a year-round basis at township schools and in the 
summer months runs full-day camp options for children entering 1st grade through High School.
